Notes on Section 1 of Chapter 5 of Abstract and Concrete. Paul Feldman
This chapter is an elaboration of Ilyenkov’s explanation of how Marx approached value through the method of dialectical logic.

On page 2, second paragraph, Ilyenkov says that the logical forms are universal and applicable to other theoretical disciplines. 

Page 2, 5th para. Ilyenkov describes the “living mutual transformation of the universal and the particular…where profit emerges (my emphasis) as developed value, where profit is reduced in the movement of the economic system and “therefore in thought”.
Page 4, 2nd para. Things have “internally connected, necessary forms”  specific to it.
Near the bottom of page 4, Ilyenkov warns that superficial analysis of comparative features kills and destroys the thing under investigation (the rabbit!)
Ilyenkov demands a logic that goes beyond a thing given in contemplation . On page 6 he says that “one should proceed from contemplation to the sensually practical experiment, to man’s social practice in its entirety”.
In other words, it is the practice of creating value that is necessary to understand in order to discover the origin of profit etc.
At the top of page 7, Ilyenkov that not all labour creates value. Only labour in an historically concrete form of social being.

A very important in terms of a transition beyond capitalism is the paragraph at the top of page 7. Ilyenkov says while labour in general is a condition of the emergence of capitalism it is also a “condition of their non-being, their negation and destruction”. In other words, labour by its nature does not have to be tied to capitalism. 
On page 9, 3rd para, Ilyenkov explains how value under capitalism emerged as the “concrete universal category” which allows us to understand how value is transformed into profit, wages, rent etc.
At the end of the first section, Ilyenkov introduces what he calls the “problem of contradiction in the definition of a thing” which Marx, he says, discovered to be “the solution to the riddle of the concrete” and a a way to “express theoretically the concrete in concepts”.
